Pope Gregory IX instituted Trinity Sunday in 828 CE. This day is known for being the
only major Christian festival that celebrates a church doctrine rather than an event
in its sacred history. It is dedicated to the Christian belief in the Trinity — Father,
Son and Holy Spirit — and falls on the Sunday following Pentecost each year.
Thomas Becket (1118-70) was consecrated Archbishop of Canterbury on the Sunday
after Pentecost (Whitsun), and his first act was to ordain that the day of his
consecration should be held as a new festival in honour of the Holy Trinity. This
observance spread from Canterbury throughout the whole of western Christendom.
